To comply with Alberta Health Services regulations and COVID safety protocols, we are pleased to share our ski and snowboard program with Pass Powderkeg will continue, but with increased safety measures. Students will be required to bring their own snacks and lunches - the concession will be closed and no Hot Lunches will be available.
These measures will have students skiing/snowboarding with their grade level cohort and cohort specific teaching staff and educational assistants. We will not be seeking volunteer support during our programming with Pass Powderkeg this year and thank you for your understanding.
Due to programming by grade level cohort, there is no option for snowshoeing on days each grade level is at Pass Powderkeg. Snowshoeing will be integrated into regular Phys. Ed instruction by your child’s classroom teacher. 
Ski/Snowboard days are regular instructional days for all students. When your child’s cohort is scheduled to ski/snowboard, there are no other classes at the school to attend. On days that are not scheduled PPK days, your child will be in regular instructional programming at the school. 
All students will begin and end their day at school as they normally would; regardless if it is a PPK day or not. Students will be expected to have all necessary personal equipment dropped off at the school each morning of their scheduled PPK day. Students who require rentals will have their equipment brought down to the school each day by PPK staff. Each cohort will leave from the school on scheduled PPK days, regardless of ability level. There will be no busing of students for rentals or for those students who have difficulty with the T-Bar. Accommodations have been made to support beginner skiers/snowboarders with lessons at the base of the ski hill.
We encourage all students to participate in this opportunity to ski or snowboard with their grade level cohort! The staff of Pass Powderkeg is supportive of those families who may require financial support. Please contact the school as soon as possible to make the necessary arrangements.
